ZONING BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT OATH OF OFFICE 2018
DISCUSSION 

Mr. Dietrich announced that the NJDEP has adopted new storm water management rules.  The NJDEP is requiring that all boards and governing bodies attend a course in storm water management control.  Since the zoning board occasionally hears applications for site plan review they will also have to take the class which would most likely be a webinar or a DVD that would be watched at township hall.  This is a permit requirement by the State and if in violation the township would be cited.

APPLICATIONS AND APPEALS ON VARIANCES 2017

The board reviewed a Summary of Applications Heard by the Board during 2017.  

Mr. Shawl stated that several applications were heard regarding accessory structures in the front yard.  It was noted that based on a recommendation by the board the ordinance was previously revised for properties with two front yards to allow accessory structures to be beyond the front of the house as long as it meets the front yard setback for a principal structure.  
Chairman Casaccio addressed consolidation of lots as a condition of approval.  Mr. Dietrich confirmed this is a standard condition on the resolution.  
Mr. Dietrich reviewed the proposed ordinance changes recently made by the planning board.  This includes removing the size limitation so that pole barns can be larger than 1,200 sq. ft.; the creation of a prohibition for tractor trailer bodies being used for storage; amending the sign ordinance to allow contractor signs on properties with restrictions; amending the definition of a change of use and PODS.
